Birth Declaration
How to officially declare the birth of your baby

How to obtain this service:
· The declaration can be made by the father, the mother or by the midwife who was present at the birth: Within 3 days of the birth at the hospital or medical centre where the birth took place; Within 10 days at the Council Registry Office in either the town where the birth took place or the town of residence of either the mother or father.
Time required for the declaration :

· Immediate – these is no need to wait to register a birth.
Required documents:
When making a birth declaration you need to bring with you: 
· The original copy of the birth certificate provided by the hospital or medical centre where the birth took place, your identification documents.
For non-Italians, the passports of both parents together with (if you are in possession) the Italian Identity card and the ‘Permesso di Soggiorno’.

Important Notes :

1. In cases where the parents of the child are not married, both will need to be present when making the birth declaration.
If the parents make the birth declaration at the Council Registry Office after the 10 day time limit, a report will be filed which will require a written justification for the delay by the parents.
If the parents making the birth declaration cannot speak Italian, it will be necessary to bring an interpreter capable of translating in Italian.
